Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Have you ever seen a giraffe at the zoo? What does a giraffe look like? In this story you will learn all about giraffes. Let’s look through the book together to see where giraffes live and what they do. Discuss vocabulary and concepts are you go.  Now go back to the beginning and read to learn about giraffes.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: hungry, leaves, horns, calf
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers use the pictures and words to think about the story as they read.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story:

What does a giraffe look like?
What did you learn new about giraffes?

How does a giraffe’s long legs and neck help it? (eats leaves from top of trees)
How does a calf look like its mother?

What shape is the giraffe’s spots? 
· Return to Teaching Point  

Model noticing something about a picture, reading the page, looking at the picture again and adding information to what you know.  Let kids practice doing this.
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
Does the giraffe remind you of any other animal?  What is same/different?

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

 Write a sentence about something you learned about giraffes.
Or

Draw a picture of a giraffe.  Make it look as real as you can.  Draw its surroundings.  Describe the giraffe.
