Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

What does it mean to have to earn something?

Have you ever wanted something so much that you work hard to earn it? This story is about a little girl who wants a bike with two wheels. Mom says she has to do some work first. Take a picture walk to see what she does. Then go back to the beginning and read about what she gives and gets.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: wheels, says, broke, gives, thank
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers use their finger only when they come to a tricky word.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story:

Why do you think the little girl wanted a new bike?
What good deeds did the girl do?

Why do you think Dad gave the girl a new bike?

Do you think it was fair for Dad to give her old bike to someone else?

Have you ever given something of yours to someone else?

· Return to Teaching Point  

Let’s talk about a place where you used your finger to figure out a tricky word.

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
Why do you think the author wrote this book? What lesson does she want us to learn?

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

 Write a sentence about something you have given away.  OR  Retell the main events in our story today.
