Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

What are some stores that you have been shopping to?  What things can you buy there?

Let’s take a picture walk and see what types of stores are in our book today


Point out pictures that are labeled on each page.  Are these things you would buy at this store? What do you think they will buy here?   

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary  Pg. 4 plums  pg. 6-florist  pg. 12-sausages  
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support) Good readers use the pictures and beginning sounds of a word to help them figure out a tricky word.  

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

What did the girl buy at the bakery?  Bread
What did the boy buy at the pet store?  Puppies

What did the boy buy at the florist?  Flowers

What did the boy buy at the hardware store?  Hammers

What did they boy buy at the toy store?  Toys

What did the boy buy at the supermarket?  EVERYTHING!!  


Why do you think the books says he bought everything?

· Return to Teaching Point:  Point out a student you noticed using the picture clues to help him/her with a tricky word.  EX: I really like the way Sally used the picture on page 7 to figure out the word forks!  
What was one tricky word you used the picture to help you figure out?  

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)
What store do you like to go to?  What do you get there?

EX:  I like to go to K-Mart.  I get cereal when I go to K-Mart.
