What did you think was happening before you found out the real end?  (inferences)

Why were there holes in everything?
· Return to Teaching Point

What words and sentences did you recognize that repeated?
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
