Guided Reading Lesson Plan (Levels A-L)

Teaching Point: Readers use the pictures and beginning sounds to figure out a tricky word.

Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Have kids describe how to play the game hide and seek.

In our book today, a cat, Oliver, will be looking for Boomer and a kitten.  It’s like a game of hide and seek for cats.

Make word cards with 2 syllables in them from this book.  Practice reading the words, then practice reading and clapping the syllables in each word.  (blanket, kitten, under, meow, looking, table, kitchen, bedroom)  Use 1 copy of the book and do a picture walk and match the words with the part of the book they might belong to.

Show p. 4.  Identify which character you see.  Where is Oliver?  (Point to the words living room.)  Count the sentences on the page.  Talk about and point to the capital letter at the beginning of each sentence.  Model reading the page to kids, explaining how you handle the punctuation.   (a period and 2 question marks) Then have them read the page with you.  Praise good readers!
Show page 6.  Point out the word “Meow!”  Explain how a reader handles the exclamation mark.  Explain that the words in quotation marks, are the words the character is saying.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary  (covered during intro.)

· Intentional Teaching Point:  (refer to flip chart)
Readers use the pictures and beginning sounds to figure out a tricky word.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  Listen in to students while they read. Reinforce the teaching point, help with decoding, check for understanding and provide specific feedback. 

After Reading: (5-7 min.)
· Return to Teaching Point
Can anyone identify a place where you used the beginning sound or picture to help you figure out a tricky word?  If not, choose a few tricky words and ask kids figure them out using the clues on the pages of this text.
· Discussion Questions

Where will we locate, or find, the author’s name?  (Locate his name on the cover and discuss how men, women and children can be authors.)  I wonder what gave Will Renton the idea to write this book.  (Discuss how authors come up with ideas to write stories about.)
Look at page 3.  Explain why a bubble is over Oliver’s head.
Look at p. 8-9.  Oliver searched, or looked for the cats in the kitchen.  The text doesn’t tell us or show where he looked.  Can you identify some good places to look while Oliver is in the kitchen?  
Look at the ending of the story.  Explain how you feel about Oliver’s final, or last, hiding place.

The setting of a story tells where most of the action happens.  Is the setting in this story a park?  Is the setting in a museum?  Describe things you noticed that helped you know that the setting is in someone’s home.  Contrast how the story might be different if the cats were all outdoors.
Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

You model and all write-  (or build sentences from scrambled word cards, then write)
It is fun to play hide and seek.  Where can you hide?  (talk about the period and question mark)
(Each child adds their own sentence identifying a good place to hide.)  Praise using punctuation marks!)
