Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Where do you live? What is your home like? In this story you will learn about some animal homes. Notice the nonfiction text features of table of contents, headings, labels, glossary, and index. Look at each text feature and discuss why it is included in the book.  Discuss difficult vocab. as you look through the book. Then go back to the beginning and read about where and how animals live in their homes.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: living, people, animals, picture, eel, underwater, these, different, apartments, mobile, shelter, weather, build, built, dried, called, babies, safe, termites, mounds, burrows, other, byke, pieces,.. 
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers look for chunks they may know to help them figure out a word.  Use text features to learn about a topic.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story:

Where do eels live?
What is special about a mobile home?

Why do people need homes?

What can people’s homes be made of? What can animal homes be made of?

Where can you find animal homes?
· Return to Teaching Point  

What can you learn from a heading? (its purpose?)

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
