Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point

*Readers use the pictures and words to think about the story as they read.

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

· Discuss the Story (Comprehension Questions)

*What does the boy need help with?
*Who helps him?

*Discuss how we ask someone nicely for help? What do we tell them after they have helped us? Find the page where the boy says “thank you.”
