Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

         Name some sources of water (rain, puddles, rivers, lakes…) What happens to that water in the winter? (freezes) In this book you will read about places that you can find ice and snow. Take a picture walk to see the places that you would find ice. Discuss difficult vocab. as you go.  Then go back to the beginning and read about those places.

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: frozen, water, river, mountain, also
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers use their finger only when they come to a tricky word.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story:

What is ice and snow made from?
Where are some places you’d find ice?

What does ice look like in the sea?

What would it be like to be on a mountain in ice and snow?

Where could you find ice during the summer?

· Return to Teaching Point  

Did you use your finger to help you solve a difficult word?
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
