Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

We’re going to be reading a book called “In My Room.”  What are some things you have in your room?  Do you have more than one of these things in your room?  For example, do you have more than one stuffed animal or more than one bed?  The boy is our story is going to be showing us his room.  He has more than one of some of the things in his room.  Let’s see what this boy has in his room.  (During your picture walk, point out the difficult vocabulary, or bring it up in your conversations with students.  It isn’t necessary to have student find and point to every difficult vocabulary word in the text.  How many words and which words you choose to have students “find” depends on students’ levels.)  Let’s read to find out what this boy has in his room.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary:  p2 pillows, p5 turtle, p6 closet, p7 Oh
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers use the pictures and beginning sounds of a word to help them figure out a tricky word.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

-What were some of the things the boy had in his room?  How many ____ did he have?
-What was the problem in this story?

-What do you think the boy meant at the end of the story when he said “I have no room?” Did he mean he didn’t have a room or he didn’t have any room?  How do you know?  What is the meaning of the word “room” in this case?

-What are you predicting will happen next in the story?

-Can you make a connection with this story?  Tell me more about that?  Have you ever had a messy room?  What happened?  What can we do to keep our rooms from getting messy?

-How do you think the boy felt about his messy room?  What makes you think that?  What caused him to change how he was feeling by the end of the story?  (mom)
