Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: 

Do you ever have to make your bed?  Do you just do it, or does someone tell you to make your bed?  Who tells you?  When you make your bed, what do you do?  In our story today, Baby Gorilla is making is making a bed to sleep in.  How do you think a gorilla would make a bed?  A Gorilla makes a bed out of leaves and then they sleep on those leaves.  Let’s take a look at our book and see how Baby Gorilla is doing at making a bed.  (During the picture walk, be sure to point out some of the difficult vocabulary words.  Some words you may be able to simply bring out in your conversation rather than having students point to each of those words in the text.)  Let’s read to find out how Baby Gorilla makes the bed.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: p2 leaves, picked, p5 more
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers notice when something does not make sense.  They may reread the sentence to help them.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

-How did Baby Gorilla make the bed?  What types of leaves did Baby Gorilla use?
-Let’s look at the … on page 7.  What does this tell me as a reader? (pause, but there is more coming)  Model for the students how to read these pages.

-How are we the same as a gorilla?  How are we different? (parts of the body, where we sleep, how we communicate, parents, sometimes have to be told more than once)

-Describe how we sleep if we’re inside.  Is this different if we sleep outside?  How?

-How does Mama Gorilla feel about baby Gorilla?  How do we know?  How is Mama Gorilla like your mom?

· Return to Teaching Point

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Write a sentence about making your bed.

Example:  It is hard to make my bed.  OR I don’t like to make my bed.  OR I have green sheets on my bed.
