Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

What presents have you gotten on your birthday? What presents have you given your mom or dad on their birthday? In this story Kendra makes her mom a present for her birthday. Take a picture walk to see how Kendra makes her mom a gift. Then go back to the beginning and read to see if mom likes it.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: knows, chair, draws, writes
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers use the pictures and words to think about the story as they read.  They remember the details.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story:

Why did Kendra need to give her mom a gift? When was Mom’s birthday? (May 11 – calendar on pg. 3)

How did Kendra make the bookmark? (sequence)

Did Mom like the gift? How do you know?

What gift could you make your mom (or dad)? 
· Return to Teaching Point  

Did they remember the details?

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
