Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

This story is about a farm.  What kinds of things might we see on a farm (plants and animals)?  Many of the things you thought of also give things to people that we need or want.  (ex. A hen lays eggs, cows give ___)  As you read today, be thinking about whether the things we read about provide us with something that we need or want.

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary:  p2 animals, p7 breakfast, p9 sweater, p10 vegetables

· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers notice when something does not make sense.  They may reread the sentence to help them.  “You said ____.  Does that make sense?  Would ____ make sense?  Would ____ fit here?”


During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

Let’s go back into the text.  Who is telling this story?  How do we know?  I’m wondering if the boy lives of this farm.  What do you think?  Did you notice a pattern in the text?  (Something was introduced and then we find out how it connects to the boy.)  On page 12, how do we know that the text says “fruit trees” and not “apple trees?”  “Apple trees” would make sense and it also sounds right, but would that look right?  How did the author end the story?  What do you suppose the boy likes living on the farm?  

· Return to Teaching Point

Were there any parts of the story where you needed to ask yourself if that sounded right, looked right, or made sense?  Tell me about that.

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Let’s remember the things on this boy’s farm and how those animals/plants help us.
