	Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Think about the vegetables you eat.  Which of these vegetables do you think can be grown from seeds?  What do seeds need to help them grow? (dirt, water, sunlight)

Read aloud the title, author, and photographer.  What do you think he may be growing?  Turn to pages 2-3, what do you think is in the package the boy is holding?  He wants to grow peppers to eat.  Turn to pages 4-5, what do you think the boy will need to put his seeds in so that they will grow?  Turn to pages 6-7, what will the boy put in one of these pots?  Turn to pages 8-9, what will he put in the pot first?  What letter does the word first start with?  Find the word and say it as you run your finger under it.  Turn to page 11, what is the boy doing with his finger?  What will he put there?  Turn back to the beginning to learn how the boy plants and grows his peppers.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary:  peppers (2), soil (4), finger (10)
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers notice when something does not make sense.  They may reread the sentence to help them.



	During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?



	After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

What did you learn in this book?

What do you need to grow peppers (or other vegetables)?  Show me the pages that tell you that.

Find and tell me what the boy does after he puts the soil in the pot.

Do you think the boy will water his seeds again?  What makes you think that?

What could happen if the boy misses one step?  What makes you think that?

Why do you think the boy decides to plant and grow peppers?

On page 15, why do you think the boy is placing his pot onto that little plate?
