Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)


Thomas wakes up in the morning.  He would like to make breakfast for his mom.  His dad helps him with this.  They’re trying to think of all the things Mom might like for breakfast.  What do you think they’ll make for her?  Let’s take a look in the book and see what they’re making for mom.  (During the picture walk, be sure to discuss and/or point out the difficult vocabulary words in the text. You will also want to discuss the speech bubbles and explain to students that they need to read the speech bubbles, also.)  We saw another character in the book watching what Thomas and his dad were doing.  Who was watching?  Let’s read and find out what Thomas and his dad make for mom’s breakfast.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: p2 Thomas, wakes, p4 fruit, ready, p6 toast, p7 cheese, p8 juice, p9 tea,         p10 tray, p11 yellow, p12 surprise, breakfast
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers use the pictures and beginning sounds of a word to help them figure out a tricky word.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

-What were some of the things Thomas and his dad got ready for his mom’s breakfast?  What did they get first?  What did they get ready after the toast?  What did they get ready before the yellow napkin?
-Who was watching Thomas and his dad while they were getting the food ready?  Why do you think the cat was so interested in what was going on?  

-How do you think Mom felt about getting breakfast in bed?  What makes you think that?

-Do you think Thomas could have done this by himself?  Why or why not?

-If you were making breakfast in bed for your mom, how would your breakfast be the same/different from the breakfast Thomas prepared?
· Return to Teaching Point

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Write a sentence about what you would make for your mom’s breakfast.

Example:  I would fix coffee for my mom.  OR I would make pancakes for my mom.
