Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Can you name some things that are red? In this story a cat likes everything that is red. Take a picture walk to see what red things he loves. Then go back to the beginning and read about what he does with all those red things.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: once, loved, chase, wear, collar, most, hair 
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers use the pictures and beginning sounds of a word to help them figure out a tricky word.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story:

What were some of the cat’s favorite red things?
Can you think of other things the cat might like that are red.  Let’s make a list of red things in our journals.
What do you think was in the red dish that the cat was eating? Are there other red foods?

· Return to Teaching Point  

Show me a place where picture clues and beginning sounds can help a reader figure out a tricky word.
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
What is your favorite color? What are some things that are that color you love?

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

 Write a sentence about something that is your favorite color.
Or

Write about the favorite color of a pet that you know.  Tell how you know he/she likes this color.
