Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

What is a trunk?  (talk about a suitcase/trunk, a car’s trunk and an elephant’s trunk)

What do we use our noses for? In this story you will learn what an elephant uses its trunk for. Do you have any predictions about what an elephant does with his trunk?  Take a picture walk to see  what elephants do. Then go back to the beginning and read about elephant’s trunks.
(Read the author’s note on the inside back cover to the students after they read story)

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: soon, hold, blow, dirt, breathe, underwater
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers think about the book they are reading.  They remember the details.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story:

What are some things an elephant can do with its trunk?
What does an elephant eat? How does it do that?

Why would an elephant baby need to hold its mother’s tail?

Why do you think the author wrote this book?

· Return to Teaching Point  

Did you remember many things an elephant can do with its trunk?
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
What did you learn that is new information?  Close your eyes and picture all of the things an elephant can do with its trunk.

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

 Write a sentence about something you learned new about elephants.   Or-
Make a concept map of all the things an elephant can do with its trunk.
