Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

What is an ocean? Is it bigger than a lake?  Show a map of the world, point out the areas that are oceans.  What’s in an ocean? In this story you will learn about what an ocean has. Take a picture walk to identify what an ocean has. Then go back to the beginning and read about all the things in an ocean. (At Leesburg Elementary you can check out the salt water fish tank)
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: ocean, whales, jellyfish, waves 
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers use the pictures and beginning sounds of a word to help them figure out a tricky word.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story:

What are some things that swim in the ocean?
What is special about jellyfish?

Why did the author say “Look out!” on page 10?

What did you learn new from this story?

Would Good Pets be a good title for this book?  Why?
· Return to Teaching Point
