Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Do you have a special place to play? A little girl takes a walk through, across, under… things until she gets to her treehouse. Take kids on a short walk and go through the door, (include as many of the positional words as you can)- talking about these words as you act them out.  Have the kids use these words in their own sentences.  Take a picture walk to identify some of those places she walks. Then go back to the beginning and read how she gets there.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: (positional words)  
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers uses the pictures and words to think about the story as they read.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story:

Where did the little girl go first? Second? Third?...
Can you describe the path you take to get off the bus and go to your classroom?

Can you describe how to get to the restroom from here?



Do you think The Tree House is a good title for this book?  Why or why not?


Can we come up with a better title?

Were you thinking while you were reading?  Did you remember many details from this story?
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)
