Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

Ask students these questions to help make connections:

What kind of weather do you like? What do you like to do in that weather? What do you see in that kind of weather? What kind of clothes should you wear in that weather? Why?
· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Introduce the title and author/illustrator. 

This book is all about the different seasons of weather.
Walk through the book. Talk about each type of weather in the pictures. 

Ask: What type of clothes do you notice in this picture? 
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary

outside   weather   always   changing  shining   outside   umbrella
· Suggested Teaching Point:  Readers use the pictures and words to think about the story as they read.
Support: Remembers and uses language patterns and repeating events over longer stretches of text.
Notice: Talks about ideas in the text.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

Is this a non-fiction story? How do you know? When the weather is warm what can you do? What can you wear? What do you need to wear when it is rainy? What falls to the ground when it is snowy? What can wind do?
· Return to Teaching Point: Readers use text features to help them understand nonfiction.
Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Have students write and draw about a type of weather. Students should include what you should wear in that weather. Students should write 2-3 sentences.




Sounding out words:  Place letters down of each word. Show students how to point under each letter and make it’s sound. Repeat a little faster until they have sounded out the words. Examples: can, sun, cold, kind
