Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

  What can you see in the sky in the daytime? in the nighttime? In this story you will learn where the sun is in the sky at different times of the day and then what is in the sky at night. Take a picture walk to see where the sun is. Then go back to the beginning and read about the times of the day and how the sun moves.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: sometimes, hours, rises, morning, afternoon, evening, again 
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers use their finger only when they come to a tricky word.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story:

Where is the sun in the morning?
What time is it when the sun is the highest in the sky?

What else can you see when the moon is in the sky?

What do you think it means when it says the sun or moon “rises”?

· Return to Teaching Point  

Show me a place where it was helpful to use your finger to solve a tricky word.  You can model doing this.
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
We all know a little about day and night.  What did you learn that was new today?
Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

 Write a sentence to answer the question on the last page – “What will we do on this new day?”.

Make 2 columns, label on side day and one side night.  Add a picture under each column and write a few things you learned in this book.
