Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

Ask students these questions to help make connections:

What is your favorite kind of weather? Why? What is your favorite season? Why? Do you know what season we are in right now?
· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Introduce the title and author/illustrator. 

This book is about the different types of seasons and the weather that goes with them.
Walk through the book. Have students point to the pictures.

Ask: p.4 and p.5 What are the kids wearing? Why do you think they are wearing that? What season do you think it is?
Ask: p. 6 and p.7 Why do you think there is a picture of that animal there at the bottom?
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary

weather  rainy   sunny   windy   snowy   spring   summer
· Suggested Teaching Point:  Readers make connections to their own lives.
Support: Reads fluently, paying attention to punctuation.
Notice: Moves quickly through the text.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

What are the types of weather we learned about? What season is warm and rainy? What season do you wear shorts in? What do squirrels store nuts in? What season is cold and snowy? Turn to the last page: What kind of storms did you see on the last page?
· Return to Teaching Point: Readers make connections to their own lives.
Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connection and inferences

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Have students write and draw about any chosen season. Students should draw a picture of the weather and have animals and people in it. Students should write at least 2 sentences.



Y makes long e sound- Students write a list of words (rain, sun, snow, wind, storm). In red crayon have them add a y to each word. Students should echo you the new word. Example: rain       rainy,   snow      snowy
