Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

Readers look for chinks they may know to help them figure out a word.

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

· Discuss the Story (Comprehension Questions)

1. Where did Gilbert think the chicks could be?  Where did he look?

2. Were some of the places that Gilbert looked, places that you thought the chicks could be?

3. Where were the chicks hiding?
