Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

We’re going to be reading a book called “A Balled Called Sam.”  This is a story about a boy named Sam.  He’s out at recess and he really wants to play ball, but the other kids won’t let him.  Have you ever been told that you can’t join a game?  Why do you think the other kids didn’t want him to play?  How do you think this made Sam feel?  Let’s take a look at what is happening in our story.  (During the picture walk, be sure to point out/discuss the difficult vocabulary.  In your conversations, talk about what’s happening on each page for readers who may need more support at this level.)  Let’s read to find out what happens at recess.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary

· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers notice when something does not make sense.  They may reread the sentence to help them.  

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

-What was the problem in the story?  What happened when Sam asked the boys if he could play?  What happened when he asked the girls if he could play?  What did Sam do next?  How was the problem solved?
-How do you think Sam was feeling on page 8?  What makes you think that?  How do you think he was feeling on page 9?  What makes you think that?  

-Summarize the story.  (Students may not know what this means.)  Use words like first…,next…,last… or in the beginning…

-Can you connect with what happened in this story?  Tell me about that?  What would you have done if Sam had asked you if he could play with you?  

-I noticed that Sam did not tell an adult about his problem.  What do you think about that?  If you were Sam (boy), how would you handle this problem.

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Write about a time you had trouble at recess.  What was the problem?  How did you solve the problem?
