	Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

The children in this story use their imagination to make things out of a box.  Their mom thinks the box is junk, but they will show her that A Box Can Be Many Things.  This is a fiction story, but it could be true, so it is a realistic fiction.  What things could you make out of a box?
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: vroooom (12), punch (14), visit (16), necklace (29)
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers look for chunks they may know to help them figure out a word. (example: visit  v-is-it)


	During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?



	After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

In the story, the children made many things out of the box.  Give an example from the book, what did the children make?

In the beginning mom said the box was junk, do you think she changed her mind?  Why?  Can you show me the part of the story that makes you think that?

If you were given a box, what could you do with it?

· Return to Teaching Point:  When you came to a new word, you put your fingers around the word and found those chunks or parts you knew.  (Give an example when a child did this)
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
