Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

We have all heard about Christmas.  We have all heard about Santa.  Who are Santa’s helpers?  Well our story today is about a little Elf that needs a job.  What kind of jobs do you do around Christmas time to help?  What do you think the elves do to help out Santa?  I wonder why this little elf can’t seem to find a job for himself?  What do you think?  Let’s read our story to find out why little elf can’t find a job and if he finds one by the end of the story. 
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary

· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Making predictions can help us read the story because we have an idea of what might be happening in the story.  Does the words I am reading make since with what might be happening.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

Did the story end up like we predicted?  Why couldn’t little elf find a job?  What job did he end up finding?  Who helped him find the job?  How did little elf feel at the beginning of the story?  How did he feel at the end?  When did his feelings change?  How can you tell?  Did our predictions help us read the story?  How?
· Return to Teaching Point

Making predictions help us read the story because we have an idea of what be happening in the story.  I helps us make connections as we read.
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Have you ever not been “big” enough for a job?  How did you find a way to help?
Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Write about a time that you were too little to help.

Write about a time that you helped someone find a job/task/chore that made them feel like they were big or helpful.
