Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

How many of you have ever been to a party before?  Maybe a friends birthday party? A family members birthday party? Or a party to celebrate an event (wedding, graudation, baby, retirement).  What kind of things did you see there? Eat there?  What kind of people were there?  How did they behave?  How did you behave?  Well, in today’s story titled “A Meanie’s Party” there is a party going on.  Look at the cover.  What kind of party do you think is going on?  How do you think the party might end up? Let’s look at page 4 and 5.  What kind of things are happening?  Let’s look at the words on page 5.  Do you see the 2 words in dark bold print (real)?  Why do you think these are printed this way?  These words are printed this way for you to add emphasis or expression to those words while you read. Let’s read that sentence together and practice adding emphasis when we say the word “real”. 
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary

Disgusting, arguments,  noises, manners
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Mentioned in the lesson above, the part that is in italics. 

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

Oh my!  The meanines in the story are pretty crazy!  Do you act that way at parties?  Or are you like the children at the end of the story?  I hope that you are like the kids at the end of the story.  What are some disgusting things that the meanines did in the story? What do you think the most disgusting thing they did was?  I think it was getting the bubble gum off the bottom of the chairs. What else was disgusting
· Return to Teaching Point

Words that are in bold or dark print aren’t meant to be emphasized or expressed in a different way than our normal reading voice.  The author is stressing that word or phrase.
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Summarizing, by telling the disgusting parts of the story we are summarizing what happened in the story
Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Write about something disgusting that you have eaten.  Tell why it was disgusting and where you were when you ate it.

Write about something that you think is disgusting and tell us why you think it’s disgusting.  Example: vegetables, worms,  Princess movies…
