Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Monkey and Little Dinosaur are looking for food in the jungle.  They come across Bully Dinosaur who makes things hard for them.  What does a bully do?  What are ways that a bully can be mean?  Let’s see what this Bully Dinosaur is doing to Monkey and Little Dinosaur.  (During the picture walk, you’ll want to have students not only find difficult vocabulary words, but also look at the character names in the story.  “Dinosaur” could be a particularly difficult word.)  Let’s read to find out how Monkey and Little Dinosaur get along with Bully Dinosaur.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: p2 hungry, p4 bananas
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers notice punctuation marks.  Their voice changes when they see an exclamation or question mark.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

-What food did Monkey and Little Dinosaur find first?  What happened next?  
-Compare our ideas of what a bully was/did to what Bully Dinosaur actually did in the story.
-If you were Monkey or Little Dinosaur, how would you have responded to Bully Dinosaur?  
-What do you think would have happened between the three characters if Monkey and Little Dinosaur hadn’t given Bully Dinosaur their food?
-What are you predicting big dinosaur is planning to do at the end of the story?  What makes you think that?
-Why do you think Bully Dinosaur is behaving the way that he is?
