· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

2. Do you think that firefighters are needed in our community? Why or why not?

3. On the last page answer the question, would you like to be a firefighter?

· Return to Teaching Point: What did you do when you were reading and came up to a period or comma? Let’s read a page together and show exactly what we’re supposed to do. (p.10)
