Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Recognizes many words quickly and automatically.

Rereads to search for meaning and accuracy.


During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story
