Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

This is a story about how sea animals move.  How do you think fish move, or how jelly fish move?  Look at the front cover.  What animal is that?  How do you think it gets around?  Let’s look at the pictures and see if we can guess how each animal moves.  Now let’s read the book and find out!
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary:  walk(p. 2)  center (p.4)  crawl (p. 8)
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Reader’s notice punctuation marks.  They pause when they come to a period or comma.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

1. What kind of sea animals were mentioned in the book?
2. How do they move?

3. Were you surprised at any of the animals and how they move?  How so?

· Return to Teaching Point: Did you pause after a period or a comma? Does it sound better when you pause or when you mush all the sentences together?  Let’s go back and read a page and pause when there is a period or comma.
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Can you summarize for me how these sea animals move?

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Describe how you move.  What do you use to move around?  How does it work?
