Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Have you ever planted a seed?  What happened?  What did you grow?  We are going to read to find out what happens to the seed in this story.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary:  seedling, sapling, artist
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

 Readers look for chunks to help them figure out a word.  Talk about the suffix –ed.  It can make the sound t, d or ed.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  Listen in to each student individually while all students whisper read.  Help students use strategies to decode words.  Notice fluency and advise students as needed. 

*Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

What happened to the seed in the story?

What animals or characters were in the story?

What happened at the end of the story?

· Return to Teaching Point: 
Did you find any words with –ed at the end?

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Why do you think the author called the book Just a Seed?  Do you think it is just a seed?  What else did it become?  

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

 Write about what you think will happen to the seed next.  Why do you think this will happen?
