Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Kitty Cat is hiding in the garden.  She wants to eat Fat Cat’s food.  Do you think Fat Cat will let Kitty Cat eat his food?  Let’s take a look at what is happening in our story.  (During the picture walk, be sure to point out the difficult vocabulary words.)  What do you think Kitty Cat is thinking on page 3?  (can eat his food…won’t get caught)  What do you think Fat Cat is thinking on page 6?  What is Kitty Cat’s plan on page 11?  Why would Kitty Cat be safe if she climbed the tree?  Do you think Kitty Cat will get away from Fat Cat?  (STOP your picture walk on page 11).  Let’s read to find out what happens between Kitty Cat and Fat Cat.  
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: p3 garden, flowers, p5 naughty, p7 away, p13 after
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers notice punctuation marks.  Their voice changes when they see an exclamation or question mark.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

-Kitty Cat makes a naughty choice.  What does that mean to be naughty?  Kitty Cat decides to eat Fat Cat’s food even though she knows it wrong.  How do WE know Kitty Cat KNEW it was a naughty choice?
-How would this story have been different if Fat Cat was Skinny Cat?  What do you think would have happened then?
-Summarize the events of the story.  (First…next…last…)

-Discuss the use of bold words in the text.  Why did the author choose to put those words in bold?

-How do you think Kitty Cat was feeling on page 10? What makes you think that?  (language used by Kitty Cat)  How do you think Kitty Cat was feeling on page 12?  What makes you think that? (body posture)  How do you think Fat Cat was feeling on page 12?  How do you think Fat Cat was feeling on page 14?

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Write about a time you made a naughty choice.  What could you have done differently?
