· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers use text features to help them understand nonfiction.  Discuss bold print words, why they are bold and where the students can find their meanings.  You may also want to discuss the Contents page, New Words page (glossary), and Index.  

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point

Readers use text features to help them understand nonfiction.  
Ask the students questions such as “On what page would you find out about playing games at the fair?”  (Encourage them to use the table of contents and index)

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

· Discuss the Story (Comprehension Questions)

What kinds of things did the girl in the story do at the fair?

Have you done some of these same things when you’ve been to the fair?

What are some things that you’ve done at the fair that are different than what she did?
