Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

· What would be some things that you might see in a museum?  (while looking at the cover)

· Let’s look through the book and pictures to see what they find.  (while covering up the words)

· Now let’s read the book to see if they are right!

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary

Museum, dinosaurs, library
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers notice that sounds change in the middle of the words. Today as you read, you will come across some words that have sounds that change in the middle (just like the words we built). You can figure these out! 

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

· What did they see when they went to the museum?

· Why would there be a library in a museum?

· Return to Teaching Point: Let’s find a few of the words that changed in the middle as we read today.
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

· Have you ever been to a museum, what things did you see?
Writing Connection:  (5 min.)
