Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Let’s see what this little girl can do!

· Good readers use pictures to help them think about what is happening in the story.  

(Look at page 9. What do you think that word is that begins with an “S”?  Look at the picture to help you figure out tricky words. What do you see? Where do you think they are?  Can you think of any other words you might see when you are at school?)


During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

· Discuss the Story (Comprehension Questions)
