Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary

· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers notice punctuation marks. Their voice changes when they see an exclamation or question mark.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

1. Where did Rebecca look for Monty?
2. Where was Monty at?

3. Why did Anna giggle at the end of the story?

4. Have you ever played a trick on someone?

· Return to Teaching Point

This story had many punctuation marks throughout (. ?  !) Look on page 4. Where can you find a sentence that ends in a period (question mark, exclamation mark). Let’s read them together (or have a student model) to see how the author wanted us to read this. If time, students could find a page where they can read it following the punctuation marks.
