· Discuss the story

Tell me about how the older sister tried to help her little sister get down at first.  

Why don’t those things work?

How does the big sister end up helping the little sister?

How do you think the little sister feels now?

How do you think these two sisters feel about each other?  Why do you think that?

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Write about a time when you’ve been scared.  Who helped you?  How?
