Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

In our story today, a boy brought something in for show and tell.  He didn’t just show the class what he had, but instead he makes them guess what he as inside.  The other students are asking him questions about what is in the box to give them clues as to what it might be.  Let’s take a look and see what types of questions the students are asking.  (During the picture walk, be sure to point out that the speech bubble pictures reflect what’s written in the text.  I wouldn’t point out every single speech bubble, but just enough to give the students an idea of where they can look to help with many of the words in the text.  I would also point out the most difficult words/speech bubbles.)
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: p2 brought, p4 plant, animal, p5 isn’t, p6 does, p8 eight, p10 feathers, scales, fur, p12 ears, fluffy
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers notice punctuation marks.  Their voice changes when they see an exclamation mark or question mark.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

-What does do we have as to what is in the box?  (This could be a writing activity.  Eliminate some of the answer choices based on the clues that you have on the list.)
-Why do you think the author chose this type of ending for the book?  Do you like the ending?  Why or why not?
-How are the speech bubbles and text on the page alike?  Why do you think the author/illustrator did this?

-Change a response to each set of questions.  Discuss how changing a response would affect what might be in the box.
