Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Use your schema(background knowledge) What do you know about stars?  Good readers wonder/ask questions.  What are you wondering about stars?
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary:  pictures, saucepan, groups
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

 Readers look for chunks they may know to help them figure out a word.  For example:  ight—notice words in this book with ight.  Look for other chunks you know while reading. 

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  Listen in to each student individually while all students whisper read.  Help students use strategies to decode words.  Notice fluency and advise students as needed. 

*Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

What are some things you learned about stars?  

What did you learn about the sun?

Did anything in the book surprise you?

· Return to Teaching Point: 
Did you find any chunks you know in the story?
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

What are you still wondering about stars?  Did you get any questions answered while you were reading?  Why do you think the author wrote this book about stars?
Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

 Write a fact you learned from the book about stars and write a sentence about something you are still wondering about stars.
