	Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)
What do you like to eat for breakfast in the morning?  In this book, The Hungry Farmer, the Farmer wakes up and wants to have some toast for his breakfast, but there is a problem… he is out of bread!  What do you think he will do to solve this problem?  Let’s read to find out what happens.  Turn to page 4, what does the farmer say?  How would you read this?  Practice grouping your words together to make your reading sound smooth.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: grocer (4), flour (10)
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers group words together so their reading sounds smooth.


	During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?



	After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

What was the problem in the story?  Where did the farmer go to fix the problem?
Why wasn’t there any bread wherever they went?

At the end, what did the farmer say when he saw there was no grain at his farm?

Where does bread come from?

· Return to Teaching Point:  There was a lot of talking in this book, how did you read it to make it sound more like someone was speaking?
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
