	Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

If you could choose any kitten you wanted, what would it look like?  What care do you think a kitten needs?
Read aloud the title, author, and illustrator.  Turn to pages 2-3, Billy went to see his friend Jake.  Jake is holding his hands up like he has a surprise.  What is the surprise?  Turn to pages 4-5, why are there so many kittens?  Look at Jake, he is pointing to one kitten like it is his kitten.  Turn the page, Jake asked Billy to help find homes for all the kittens, on pages 8-9, what are the boys doing?  Do you think this will help them find homes for all the kittens?  Why do you think so?  Turn back to the beginning and let’s read to find out if all the kittens will find a home.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary:  surprise (2), everywhere (9), people (10)
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers notice when something does not make sense they reread the sentence.



	During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?



	After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

What do the boys do to try and find homes for the kittens? Can you show me where you find the answer in the book?  Where do the boys put up the signs they make?
Which kitten does Billy like?  What page tells you that?

Do you think that kittens make good pets?  Why or why not?  What makes you think so?

How would you feel if you got a kitten as a pet?  Why do you think that?

On page 16, why does Billy say, “I love my Saturday cat”?
