Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

What are some of the things you think you might use to wash a dog?  

How do you think the dog is going to feel about taking a bath?  

Look through the book to see what the children do to give the dog a bath.   

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary:  (p.5)  dirty,  (p.10) wear

· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers notice when something does not make sense.  They may reread the sentence to help them.  


During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

Talk about what happened when the children went to get the dog to give him a bath.  Why did they have so much trouble with him?  

What does the dog like about the bath? 

Why is he lying down on the last page of the book?  

· Return to Teaching Point

How did the pictures help you make sense as you read?  Rereading to make sure you understand is a good skill to remember to continue as you read.

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance 

You see what the dog is doing at the end of the book, what do you think the children are doing?  

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Write about what they think the children would be doing after the bath is over.
