Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

This book is about the specific spots kids use to play at on the playground. Is there a specific spot you like to play at on the playground? Let’s take a picture walk and see if we can find out what kinds of things the kids like to play at their spot. Look closely at the pictures as we go through the book. Now it’s time for us to read and find out where the kids like to play. Let’s look for the kids favorite spot to play as we read. 
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary

· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)


Readers notice punctuation marks. They pause when they come to a period or comma.  

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?

Students will independently whisper read the text to in the book. Once students are finished reading, go back to pages 9 and 10 and reread them together in order to practice pausing at periods and commas. 


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story


-Revisit parts of the text that student thought were confusing 


-Ask the students to identify the problem and solution in the book 

· Connect discussion to the teaching point and/or a comprehension strategy 

-When we are at the playground we run into problems with our friends as well. The kids in the book were no longer able to play in their favorite spot, so they had to find a new one. How did the students fix their problem? Do you have any questions? This story used dialogue to show what happened between the students at the playground. How did the dialogue help us know what the students were feeling at the playground?
· Return to Teaching Point


How did the dialogue and the punctuation help you understand how the kids were feeling and the tone in which they were saying things? As we read, when we came across a coma or period what did we do? 
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance


Can you think of any other ways the problem could’ve been resolved? How could we apply what the kids learned to help us when we face issues on the playground? Why was it important that kids on the playground compromised and shared the spot? 

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Today we practiced using appropriate pauses when we came across a period or comma in our reading. What did the kids do when they could no longer use their favorite spot to play? When a problem occurred how was the problem resolved?
