Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Where Has My Dog Gone  is a story about a boy and girl who looses their dog.  It is written from the song, Oh, Where Has My Little Dog Gone. Let’s read the song on page one together.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary:  JoJo (2), after (4), woman (10), throws (2) 
· Suggested Teaching Point: (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Good readers notice punctuation marks.  Their voice changes when they see an exclamation or question mark.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)
