Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)  

Have you ever seen a thunderstorm?  How do you know when a thunderstorm is on the way?  This book is about a day when a thunderstorm happened.  It tells us what is happening each hour as the storm approaches.  Then the book tells us what it is like during the storm and then after the storm.  Turn to page 2-3.  This is the girl who is talking about the storm.  What does the weather look like at that moment? Look through the rest of the photos and have the students make predictions about how the weather will change.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary:  morning (pg. 2)    barometer (pg. 4)  lightening (pg. 10)  beautiful (pg.14)  
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

      Good readers try to read the text independently.  Try to read by yourself, but know that I am here to 

      support you when you need a bit of help.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)        
· Discuss the story

What happened before the storm?  Is it always like this before a storm?  How can it be different than the book?

What happened during the storm?  Is it always like this during a storm?  How can it be different than the book?

 What happened after the storm?  Is it always like this after a storm?  How can it be different than the book?

Are all storms like this one?  

Look on page 12.  What time is it?  How did you know that? How else do you know?

Why do you think the author included the time in the heading and a clock to show the time?  

Turn to page 4.  What words have been used to describe the clouds?  These words are called adjectives.  Adjectives are words that describe what something looks like.
Do you like storms?  Have you ever been afraid in a storm?  

What would you tell someone who may be afraid of thunderstorms?

· Return to Teaching Point:  How did you do with your reading today?  Did you need any support, or did you read it all yourself?  Was there a time when you wish you had more support?  Let’s look at that now.

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

      Good readers make connections.  Think about what you already know about storms.  How did this story 

      help you to know more about storms?
Writing Connection:  (5 min.)    Let’s imagine that there is a storm coming.  Write about the things you can see and hear happening in a story.  Can you write what will happen before, during and after the imaginary storm?
After the  Storm by Tess Schembri, level E, is a good follow-up reader.
