Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)
What are some facts that you already know about bugs?  What are some different types of bugs that you know about?  We are going to read, “All about Bugs” by Eric Michaels, which explains many characteristics of different types of bugs.  Let’s open up our books and look at the different types of bugs that we are about to learn about.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary 
beetle (2), ground (4), grasshopper (8), ladybug (10)
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers notice punctuation marks.  

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

What types of bugs did the book talk about?  What are some new facts that you can add to your schema that you learned about bugs?  Did you have any misconceptions about bugs that you changed once you read this book?  Have you seen any of these bugs in real-life?  
· Return to Teaching Point

· What are some punctuation marks that you recognized while you were reading?

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

While you were reading, how did you visualize the descriptions about bugs that the author gave to the reader?
Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Answer the question on page 16 of “All About Bugs.”  The question is, “Where can you see bugs?”
