Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Do any of you have a dog at home?  What kind of dog do you have?  In our story, Richard wanted a dog, any kind of dog, but his mother said a dog was too much trouble.  She gave Richard all sorts of other animals, but THEY were too much trouble.  Let’s take a picture walk and see what animals his mother gives him.      
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary
Richard, trouble, caterpillar, exactly 
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers use chunks (word parts) to help figure out tricky words.   (cat-er-pil-lar)

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

What happened in the story?

Why wouldn’t Richard’s mother give him a dog?   

What ended up happening with the other animals she gave him?  (pg. 17 & 18)
Let’s take a look at the book about dogs in the story and name the different dogs.  How are the dogs similar (like) to the animals his mother gave him?
