Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

Ask students these questions to help make connections:

Have you ever gone to a toy store? What did you see at the toy store? Did your parents let you pick out a toy? What did you pick out? What are some of the ways you played with that toy?
· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Introduce the title and author/illustrator. 

This book is about a baby bear who goes to a toy store to pick out a toy.
Walk through the book. Have students tell you what they think is happening on each page. Students should use the pictures as a reference. 
Stop at p. 13 Have students predict which toy the bear family will buy.

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary

good   father   mother  today   store   window   key
· Suggested Teaching Point:  Readers think about how this book is like another book they may have read. (Goldilocks and the 3 Bears) or Readers make connections to their own lives.
Support: Reads fluently, paying attention to punctuation.
Notice: Moves quickly through the text.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

What happened in the story? What toy did baby bear want? What toy did father bear want? What toy did the mother say the family should get? Why do you think she said that? What toy did the bear family get? Was your prediction correct? Look at page 16, how does baby bear feel about his new toy? What in the picture tells you that?
· Return to Teaching Point: Readers think about how this book is like another book they may have read. (Goldilocks and the 3 Bears) or Readers make connections to their own lives.
Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections and inferences 

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Have students write and draw about getting a toy at the toy store. Students should share what why they want that toy and what they will do with that toy. Students should write 2-3 sentences.



Sounding out words:  Have students look at the cover picture. Let students stretch and sound out words they see using magnetic letters. Examples: train, car, bear, basket, family.
