Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

This story is about Billy.  Billy really wants to go to school but he is not old enough yet.  Do you have any younger brothers and sisters that want to come with you to school?
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary:  birthday, school
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

 Readers make connections to their own lives.  Do you have any connections to this story?

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  Listen in to each student individually while all students whisper read.  Help students use strategies to decode words.  Notice fluency and advise students as needed. 

*Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

Why was Billy at school?  What did he do when he got there?  Did he get to stay at school?  Why or why not?  When will Billy get to go to school?  How old is he now?  What other characters are in the story?  Why do you think the teacher thought Billy was a school boy?  
· Return to Teaching Point: 
Does this story remind you of something from your own life?  
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections 

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Billy was feeling left out when he couldn’t be in school with this brother.  Write a story about a time you felt left out?
