Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Who has a pet?  Have students take turns sharing a few things about their pet.  What makes a good pet?  Do you think pets are good to have at school?  Why do you think this?  We are going to read a story titled: Biscuit Goes to School.  Before we read let’s do a picture walk and see what we can learn from the pictures in the book.  What are some of the things you learned about this book from looking at the pictures?   

This is a story about a little dog named Biscuit.  Biscuit helps get his owner on the school bus but later decides that he too wants to go to school.  Let’s read the story and find out what happens when Biscuit goes to school.

· Intentional Teaching Point:  (refer to flip chart)

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  Listen in to students while they read. Reinforce the teaching point, help with decoding, check for understanding and provide specific feedback. 

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point

Do you have a connection to the story?  Can you share a time a dog has been in your school?  Why was the dog in your school?  Can you think of another time a different animal may have been in your school?  Do you think it is good to have a dog at school?  Why do you feel this way?
· Discussion Questions

Do you think Biscuit like his owner?  What makes you think this?  Where are some of the places Biscuit goes as he travels to the school (pond and  park).  Why do you think Biscuit’s owner wants to hide him when he shows up at her school?  What would you do if you had a pet and it showed up at your school? 
Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Write about a classroom pet you would like to have.  Be sure to tell why you would like to have this pet in your classroom.
